	St John the Baptist has use of a Park and Stride facility from the Black Dog PH on the Winchester Road approximately 4-5 minutes walk, although this is on the opposite side of a busy main road with no assisted crossing point. There is a small number of available parking bays at Waltham Chase recreation ground approximately 10 minutes walk (again on the opposite side of the main Winchester Road). There is a permissive pedestrian path off the Winchester Road south of the Village Hall which takes families on a safe route to school through the woodland path and into the rear of the school - this is very well used. There is no bus service that syncs with school times. The nearest train station is Botley, which is too far to be an option for school families and with no linked bus service.

	Details of Walking Access to site
	Pupils walk along the Winchester Road (B2177) onto Solomon's Lane.  Park and Stride is available at The Black Dog public house located on the B2177 about 1/4 mile from Solomon's Lane, although this entails crossing the busy B2177 with no crossing facilities. There is a second Park and Stride site from Waltham Chase Recreation Ground on the west side of the village, although a very limited number of spaces. This also entails having to cross the B2177 - there are marked high viz bollards near to this location. The Village Hall acts as a drop off and has an adjoining boardwalk leading to the school rear gates (there is no parking allowed at the Village Hall car park).   The Boardwalk can also be accessed via a woodland path leading from the Winchester Road - here there is a central island to assist with crossing the road.

There will be new footpaths coming in the area around the school as a result of Moragns Yard housing development. A new route is planned to run into the rear of the school off of Winchester Road south of the village hall and another through the housing development near to Rosehill Cottage - this will exit in Solomons Lane hence taking families off of the long stretch of the busy B2177.

	The village is served by the Stagecoach number 69 service which operates hourly and travels between Winchester and Fareham.

	Details of Rail access to site
	The nearest train station is Botley which is 4 miles away with no links and is therefore not a viable mode of travel for pupils or staff

	Details of Road Access to site
	Solomon's Lane is the road outside the front of the school main entrance. It is a country lane linking one end of the village to Shedfield High Street and the B2177 at the other end. The road is narrow and once there are parked cars only access for one vehicle to pass. The road has zigzags and double yellow lines with a TRO in place to enforce. There is good access by road.
